(only Lead Professors have access to it)

If Writing ability, or Oral Presentation ability is being 

assessed, then the rubrics themselves contain the instructions. But if "Content" or 

"Critical Thinking" is being assessed, then the instructions given to students with the 

assignment should be copied into the appropriate Rubrics Tally Workbook pages.

Because of the difficulty of  creating rubric graded questions that assess a Learning Outcome to the same degree, when 

rubrics are used to assess a Learning Outcome, ALL professors should use the same instructions and the same rubrics - 

rather than choosing from a list, as is done with single answer right/wrong answer questions. When uploading anchoring 

documents to the SLO Online System it is preferrable if a professor's comments are written on the project, but it is not 

essential. Only those rubrics used to assess Learning Outcomes should be uploaded to the SLO System. Rubrics used for 

course grading purposes should not be uploaded.

If embedded questions are used all Lead and Individual Professors of the course should use a minimum of 4 questions for 

each Learning Outcome chosen from a list of questions (Question Pool) created and agreed upon by all professors who 

teach the course.

An anchoring project for each point scale assigned - This means that if only "A", "B" 

and "D" grades are assigned to the assessed rubrics, then only 3 anchoring projects 

should be uploaded to the SLO Online Reporting System - one for each grade 

category. If a point scale is used, then one sample for each numeric point should be 

chosen for uploading - for example one from the papers that received 1 to 1.99 points, 

one from those that received 2 to 2.99, one from those that received 3 to 3.99 points, 

etc.
